While we understand the need is greater than ever before, the Southeast Wisconsin Affiliate has limited resources. Therefore, it was necessary to determine where the biggest impact (increased screening rates leading to an overall decrease in mortality) can be made with the financial and human resources currently available. Milwaukee, Racine and Waukesha counties were identified as key target areas.
